Pentecost Sunday: How can we prepare? 
 
Traditionally we are encouraged to pray for nine days in prep-
aration for this great feast, just as Mary and the apostles 
prayed in the Upper Room before the first Pentecost.  In the 
19th century Blessed Elena Guerre, founder of the sisters of the 
Holy Spirit, felt it was important that the Church be renewed 
with the passion of the first Christians at Pentecost and she 
petitioned the Pope in the following manner. “Pentecost is not 
over.  In fact it is continuously going on in every time and in 
every place because the Holy Spirit desired to give Himself to 
me and all who want Him can always receive Him, so we do 
not envy the apostles and the first believers; we only have to 
dispose ourselves like them to receive Him well, and he will 
come to us as He did to them.”  
In preparation there are several ways you can be involved.  
This year there is an initiative called “Thy Kingdom Come”. 
The Church invites all the faithful to pray the Pentecost Nove-
na between Thursday 25th May and 3rd June. For a booklet, 
download or podcast of the Pentecost Novena visit http://
www.catholicchurch.org.uk/pentecost-novena.  There are 
some leaflets and booklets at the back of the Church. 
Next Sunday 28th May at 6:30pm in St Mary Bredan there will 
be prayer and worship on this theme “Thy Kingdom Come”. 
On Saturday 3rd June there is the Thy Kingdom Come Pente-
cost Celebration, at 6:30pm in Canterbury Cathedral hosted by 
Pete James and the Archbishop of Canterbury.  This is an op-
portunity for people from around Kent to gather for praise 
and prayer. The event is free but you will need a ticket. Find
